He proposed that 
teachers lead their students systematically, and that 

repetition be used as a key tool to develop good habits, 

unlike Socrates' emphasis on questioning his listeners 
to bring out their own ideas.

balancing of the theoretical and practical aspects of 
subjects taught, among which he explicitly mentions 
reading, writing, mathematics, music, physical education.
